The Book:  Viva Opera! brings together Patricia Hurley’s life-long love of Italian opera, language, 
literature, places and people together with the desire to take readers and travellers on an enriching 
journey, to enhance their experience of this great art form along with the understanding of Italy and 
the Italians and how it all came about.   

There is more to opera than just going to the opera performance. A selec on of the great richness of 
Italian opera history and tradi ons takes the journey from Venice to Sicily through ci es and towns 
where major opera developments took place, where theatres and places   associated with the great 
composers and interpreters of their music are explored.  Composers and performers are placed in 
the context of their mes since 1600 and the beginnings, in Florence, of opera as it is now known, 
and their lives set against backgrounds of poli cal upheavals, wars, plagues, famines, earthquakes, as 
well as major ar s c movements.  Their personali es are revealed, their lives and loves, their stories 
– great divas like Maria Callas, roman c tenors like Enrico Caruso and the enigma c castra . 

The Author: Patricia Hurley has been a significant figure in New Zealand’s opera community, 
dedica ng decades to its development and promo on.  

While she studied singing and piano to an advanced level, there was li le opera performance to 
a end in Wellington as she was growing up.  Her first experience of staged opera was with cousins at 
the Sco sh Opera in Glasgow. Soon a er, a wide-eyed 17-year-old found herself at Verdi’s Aida in 
the ancient Baths of Caracalla in Rome on a hot star-studded summer August night. It was the 
beginning of her opera journey.  

Returning to New Zealand, Patricia Hurley completed a double-major degree in French and Italian 
languages and literature at Victoria University in Wellington. Subsequently, she lived in Rome for four 
years as a diplomat’s wife and later, as  manager of Wellington City Opera for 10 years,  she says she “ 
learnt the joys and ups and downs of behind-the-scenes and opera produc on”.  

Later again, she began Patricia’s Opera Tours with the focus on opera performances and places in 
Italy.  She takes par cular sa sfac on in introducing  young New Zealand  opera singers to the land 
where opera was born.  

Patricia Hurley was awarded the Italian honour, Cavaliere of the Order of Merit of the Republic of 
Italy (OMRI) in 2006.

Alan Munro flew ATC T31 gliders in the late 1950s, and then Tiger Moths on an RAF flying scholarship. He flew the 
Phantom FRG2 (F4M) and FG1 (F4K), through the 1970s and early 1980s, amassing a total of 2,253 hours on type, 
including those flown as a Phantom QFI. His first fighter was the Gloster Javelin in Singapore and the last was the 
Tornado GR1 at the TTTE, RAF Cottesmore. He went on to fly the Airbus A320 and supplemented this with flying club 
instructing and later gliding.

Cranwell. In 1931 he oversaw the establishment of the Jodhpur Flying Club. This popular club soon became 
an important stopover for keen adventurers of the 1930s including Jean Batten, Bert Hinkler and Lores 
Bonney and also contributed towards the establishment of early commercial air routes to South East Asia.

By the Second World War, the club was set up as a RAF training base and played host to the RAF with the 
establishment of No. 2 Elementary Flying Training School to support the Allied war effort. Following on 
from Indian Independence in 1947 and the untimely death of the maharaja, the club closed by the early 
1950s.

Throughout there are photographs that document what life was like in Jodhpur and at the club. They also

It looks at the evidence behind the myths, and reveals the real Stanford Tuck, a more 
complex man than the one-dimensional hero of the previous biography.

During the Second World War, Bob Tuck was a top-scoring British fighter ace with an official score of 29 enemy 
aircraft destroyed by January 1942, and had become the glamorous role model for the RAF publicity machine. He had 
joined the RAF in 1935 and quickly showed his excellent flying skills. In 1940 his Spitfire squadron was fighting over 
Dunkirk where he first proved himself an expert shot. During the Battle of Britain his legendary prowess grew and he 
was posted to command a leaderless and demoralised squadron, this time flying Hurricanes, where he continued to 
prove himself an outstanding fighter ace, gaining the rare distinction of three DFCs and then the DSO for his 
leadership.

Shot down over France in January 1942, he was imprisoned in Stalag Luft III alongside Roger Bushell, the 
mastermind of the Great Escape. In January 1944, he was purged along with around 20 other POWs to a new camp. 
Still determined to escape, he took a risky chance during the Long March along with a Polish officer, making their 
way east to Russian forces and thence to England. Post-war he became good friends with the Luftwaffe ace, Adolf 
Galland, and was a key advisor with him on the film, Battle of Britain, and, often with his other friend, Douglas 
Bader, made many media appearances. His health suffered in later years from the impact of his war service and his 
imprisonment and he died aged 70 in 1987.
